@As with English, when addressing someone in Maori, we use their name or a special term of address
(some examples are shown below), but there is a twist. If the name is Maori and has two short vowels
or less, or has one long vowel, then e is added before the name e.g. e Mere, e Ma. If the hame has
more than two short vowels, or has more than one long vowel, e is omitted e.g. Mereana, Maui. This is
the same for terms of address e.g. e whae, whaea. Non Maori names do not take e e.g. Allan.
